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Lodge area guidelines for the 2008 season

Alldays (except Sunday)

I. “Lodge” is to be reserved for member attended functions. No outside parties will be permitted to rent the
facility under any circumstances. Members must be in attendance and all billing must go thru their account.

2. All food, beverages and alcoholic beverage must be purchased from the club. All cooking must be done by
club employees or under their supervision. Members will receive a 20% discount off the menu price of food and
beverage. If permission is given under special circumstances to bring in food a rental charge will be applied.
The general manager will use his discretion on pricing for parties booked before implementation of these
guidelines.

3. The club is responsible for all cleaning and maintenance of the
lodge and its grounds. Please call the club house 773-7629 to report anything unsatisfactory.

4. A schedule of reserved and open dates will be posted. Under no circumstances will these areas be open to the
membership without permission from management.

5. The “Lodge” restrooms are to be used by the people using the “Lodge”.

6. All food and beverage purchases for the outside areas will apply to minimum spending as stated in our
handbook

7. A minimum number of guests will be established for private use of these facilities. The General Manager’s
discretion will be used for special circumstances. Example: last minute bookings, size of party, guaranteed
number of guests, special food items, etc.

8. The pavilion volleyball courts and horseshoe pits are for the exclusive use of the pavilion guests, please do
not infringe on their party. Recreation equipment, games etc. must be approved by the General Manager before
the function. The general manager will follow the recreational guidelines set by the Board of Directors.

9. According to health department rules’ smoking is prohibited under any covered area. The “Lodge” although
outside are covered areas and smoking is prohibited. Please do not smoke in the house or on the deck.

10. Members are responsible for the actions of their guests, please inform them of all club guidelines.
Swimming is prohibited in the basin and off the outer wall.

11. All music and entertainment must be approved by the General Manager. All music must stop at 11pm
Volume must be kept at a reasonable level. Enforcement is by club management.

Sunday (only)

I. “Lodge” deck is to be open for member usage. No reservations or renting of the facility will be permitted
except club sponsored full member invited functions.

2. All food, beverages and alcoholic beverage may be purchased from the club. All cooking will done by
members and/or guest using club provided grills.

3. The members are responsible for cleaning up the lodge and its grounds after their usage.

4. Members may request the opening of the interior of the Finch House for select timeframes. The member will
be responsible for the security and maintenance of the property during the requested timeframe. The General
Manager must be notified at the end of the period so the Finch House may be locked up. Under no
circumstances will the interior be open to the membership without permission from management.

5. The “Lodge” restrooms are to be used by the people using the “Lodge” if available.

6. All food and beverage purchases for the outside areas will apply to minimum spending as stated in our
handbook
